As you may be aware, PECOS is an Internet-based Medicare provider enrollment process, known as Internet-based Provider Enrollment, Chain and Ownership System.
Internet-based PECOS is available to physicians, non-physician practitioners, and provider and supplier organizations in all States and the District of Columbia. Internet-based PECOS allows physicians and other providers the option of enrolling, making a change in their Medicare enrollment information, viewing Medicare enrollment information, or tracking the status of their Medicare enrollment applications. PECOS is applicable to Part A and Part B providers. The provider/supplier has the OPTION to enroll online but they may also enroll/re-enroll by completing the form and mailing it to their local AB MAC. http://www.cms.hhs.gov/cmsforms/downloads/cms855i.pdf
Any physician who has not updated their provider enrollment since 2003 must update their application on PECOS. CMS requires that all physicians re-enroll by Dec 31, 2010. The website is slow due to increased usage and it is best to go online early in the day.
If a physician is not enrolled by this date, Medicare claims form the DMEPOS supplier will be rejected. With rejections, no ABN could be used to bill the patient after submission of a claim. We as a DME supplier may have to refuse service to clients whose ordering physicians are not enrolled through PECOS by Dec 31, 2010.
At this time “Warning edits” are being sent to DMEPOS suppliers showing which physicians are not registered through PECOS. After billing equipment for some of your clients, we were notified that you have not yet registered.  Please access the PECOS website and complete the application online OR print and mail it to PECOS once it is completed.
